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ANSWER (not a malfunction)

[l This protects the air conditioner by instructions from
the microprocessor. Wait.

Il This soundis generated by the expansion/contraction of
the front panel,etc. due to change in temperature.

Il The air conditioner sucks an odor adhering a wall,
carpet, furniture, cloth, etc. and blow it out with air.

Il If water condensing to the heat-exchanger evaporated
again, the humidity increases. To prevent this, fan
operation of the indoor unit stops when the room
temperature has dropped sufficiently.

B This is the sound of refrigerant flowing inside the air
conditioner.

M This is sound of condensed water in the heat-
exchanger flowing.

Il This is the sound of the heat-exchanger defrosting.

Il When the air conditioner is operated in the COOL or
DRY mode, if the operation continues with air blowing
down for 1 hour, the direction is automatically set to
level to prevent condensed water form dtopping.

[l Thisis the sound when the flow of refrigerant inside
the air conditioner is switched.

[l During the cooling operation,pipe connector sections
are cool and this causes water condensed.

[l This is the sound of the switch turning ON/OFF
the fan or compressor.

Il The thermal load is high, because the exhaust fan
or stove is in use.So the cooling capacity is not
enough.

Il The cooling or heating capacity is not enough because
the outdoor temperature is too high or too low.

[l Check the horizental vane is installed correctly.

[l The moisture in the air meets with the cold air from the
air outlet of the indoor unit, and cause the moisture
condensed.




INSTALLATION,RELOCATION AND INSPECTION

( INSTALLATION PLACE

)

Avoid installing the air conditioner in the following places.
B Where flammable gas could leak.

— /A CAUTION

Do not install the unit where flammable gas could leak.
M If gas leaks and collects around the unit,it may cause
an explosion.
B If the wireless receiver(TV,radio,etc.)has signal disturb
where the signal is weak,a signal amplifier is advised
to install to improve the receiving quality.

B Where there is much machine oil.

l Salty place such as the seaside.

M Where sulfide gas is generated such as a hot spring.

W Where oil is splashed or is filled with oily smoke.

W Where there is high frequency machine or wireless
device(wireless phone or mobile phone).

W Provide an exclusive circuit for power supply of the air
conditioner.
H Be sure to observe the breaker capacity.

W The customer should not install this unit.

I When the air conditioner is used for several seasons,the
capacity may be lowered due to dirt inside the unit.

Hl Depending on the use condition,an odor may be
generated or dehumiditied water may not drain out
smoothly due to dirted,dust,etc.

M It is recommend to apply inspection and
maintenance(charged)by a specialist in addition to
normal maintenance.Consult your dealer.

C ALSO CONSEDER OPERATION SOUND )

Il Do not put an object around the air outlet of the outdoor
unit.It may cause lowering of capacity or increase
operation sound.

B If abnormal sound is heard during operation,consult
your dealer.

(" RELOCATION )

reinstalled because of rebuilding,moving,etc.special
techniques and work are required.
